Thorverton village grass cutting schedule 2017

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mid Devon District Council is responsible for cutting the grass at Broadlands, Cleaves Close, and Bullens Close, Thorverton, and has advised that grass cutting will take place on the following dates: 

Week commencing:
16th April 2017
14th May 2017
25th June 2017
6th August 2017
17th September 2017
22nd October 2017
There may also be an extra date added but, as yet, this has not been confirmed.


Devon County Council is responsible for cutting the visibility splays at the village road junctions and for keeping road signs visible. It will be completing this grass cutting in the village between:

1) mid May - mid June 
2) mid August – mid September
 
'Other' areas such as narrow lanes will be cut between June and July.


Thorverton Parish Council have taken on the responsibility for cutting other areas of grass around the village and Colin Marshall, our village Handyman and Road Warden, will take instruction from the Council as to when and where grass cutting is to take place throughout the growing season. Grass cutting and Handyman duties between mid April – mid May 2017 will be as follows: 

a) strimming around the play and gym equipment at the Rec 
b) strim the grass verges on both sides of road at the Court Barton Close site 
c) strim the verge along the stream outside the Memorial Hall 
d) cut/strim the grass at the junction of The Glebe and opposite around the bus shelter near the Broadlands junction 
e) strim the grass around the Sheep Dip 
f) clean up the pavement outside of the Church in time for Church week 
g) clear the debris from the stream at Jubilee Green. 
The remaining debris in the Quarry car park would be removed shortly.
**Please report areas of required grass cutting to the correct Council**
